2020 Primary & General Election 

 

 

Voter Registration 

You must be a citizen of the United States; you must be 18 years of age on or before the day of the election & 

you must be a resident of your present address for at least 30 days before the election.  Voter Registration 
Forms can be printed from the Township’s website:  www.franklintwpnj.org and must be received by the 
Township Clerk’s Office or the Somerset County Board of Elections 21 days prior to Election Day.  

 

Voting by Mail-In Ballot 
You may vote by Mail-In-Ballot for any lection.  You do not need a reason.  You must apply for an mail-
in ballot by completing an Mail-In Ballot Application.  Forms can also be obtained from the Somerset 
County Clerk’s Office and the Franklin Township’s Clerk Office.  You must mail this to the County Clerk’s 
Office up to seven (7) days prior to the election.  The County Clerk cannot accept faxes or electronic 
copies, as an original signature is required.  You may apply in person at the County Clerk’s office up to 
3:00 p.m. on the day before the election.

▪ June 16, 2020 – Voter Registration Deadline 
▪ June 30, 2020 – Deadline to Apply for a Mail-In Ballot by Mail 
▪ July 1, 2020 – Mailing of Sample Ballots (on or before 12 Noon on Wednesday preceding election) 
▪ July 3, 2020 – Deadline for Application to Receive Primary Election Mail-In Ballots by Electronic 

Means for Qualified Overseas Civilian and Military Voters  
▪ July 6, 2020 – Deadline for In-Person Mail-In Ballot Applications (up to 3:00 p.m. on the day before 

election) 
▪ July 7, 2020 – Deadline for Post Office Receipt of Mail-In Ballots  
▪ July 7, 2020 – Deadline for In-Person Submission of Primary Election Mail-In Ballots to County 

Board of Election (by 8:00 p.m. on the day of election) 
▪ July 9, 2020 – Deadline for Receipt of Timely Mailed Postmarked Mail-In Ballots to County Board of 

Elections (no later than 48 hours after the time of the closing of the polls for the election.)

(before 4:00 p.m. on the day of the Primary Election) 
▪ October 13, 2020 – Voter Registration Deadline 
▪ October 27, 2020  – Deadline to Apply for a Mail-In Ballot by Mail 
▪ October 28, 2020 – Mailing of Sample Ballots (on or before 12 Noon on Wednesday preceding 

election) 
▪ October 30, 2020 – Deadline for Application to Receive Primary Election Mail-In Ballots by 

Electronic Means for Qualified Overseas Civilian and Military Voters  
▪ November 2, 2020 – Deadline for In-Person Mail-In Ballot Applications (up to 3:00 p.m. on the day 

before election) 
▪ November 3, 2020 – Deadline for Post Office Receipt of Mail-In Ballots  
▪ November 3, 2020 – Deadline for In-Person Submission of Primary Election Mail-In Ballots to 

County Board of Election (by 8:00 p.m. on the day of election) 
▪ November 5, 2020 – Deadline for Receipt of Timely Mailed Postmarked Mail-In Ballots to County
